JUNE 16 -Day 1   Depart USA  Dinner and breakfast will be served on flight to Athens.

JUNE 17-Day 2   Athens   Arrive in Athens.  After meeting our representative at the airport we’ll proceed to our hotel for some relaxation and free time in the center of the city.  

Dinner at our hotel

JUNE 18-Day 3   Athens, Embarkation   After a leisurely morning at the hotel with time to explore the area, we’ll drive to the port of Piraeus and board our cruise ship.  Dinner on the ship

JUNE 19-Day 4  Thessaloniki, Veria  Today we visit Thessaloniki. We’ll see the Walls, the House of Jason where Paul lived and the Agora where he preached.  We’ll continue on to Veria, ancient Beroea, to the memorial commemorating Paul’s preaching to the local Jews in 54 AD.  Dinner on the ship

JUNE 20-Day 5   Kavala, Philipi   Today we visit Kavala (ancient Neapolis) the site where Paul, Timothy and Silas landed on the coast of Thrace.  From there visit Philippi where Paul lived, preached and was imprisoned. We stop to see the site of the Baptistery of Lydia, where the first baptism on European soil took place.  Dinner on ship

JUNE 21-Day 6   Istanbul   This morning we arrive in Istanbul, one of the world’s greatest historic cities.  Formerly Byzantium, the center of the Eastern Roman Empire, this city is built on seven green hills and situated astride two continents.  East meets West in every way.  We visit the Ropkapi Palace with it’s harem and fabulous treasure chambers, the Sultan Ahmed (Blue) Mosque with it’s six minarets, and St. Sofia, converted to a mosque from a Christian basilica after the fall of Constantinople in 1453.  Dinner on ship

JUNE 22-Day 7   Dikili, Pergamon     From our port of Dikili we journey to Pergamon, the great city of Bergama and a city of the Book of Revelation.  It is one of the best-preserved ancient sites in Turkey.  Dinner on the ship

JUNE 23-Day 8   Kusadasi, Ephesus, Miletus   Today we arrive at Kusadasi.  From there we’ll visit Ephesus, the most impressive archeological site in Turkey, including the Great amphitheater where Paul spoke to the Epesians.  In the afternoon we tour to Miletus, where Paul delivered his touching farewell address to the elders of Ephesus and predicted his death.  Dinner on the ship

JUNE 24-Day 9   Patmos    Today we visit Patmos, the “Holy Island” for the Christian faith.  This is the place where the apocalyptic Revelation of John was written during his exile from the Roman Empire.  We’ll visit the Cave and the Monastery of St. John.  Dinner on the ship

JUNE 25 -Day 10   Disembarkation, Athens, Corinth    Today the cruise ends and we disembark and begin our tour of Athens.  Visit among other masterpieces of the “Golden Age”, the Acropolis, the Agora and the Mars Hill where Paul taught.   Continuing to ancient Corinth, we’ll visit the ruins of the ancient city where Paul worked.  See the remains of first-century shops, the agora where Paul was on trial at the Bema, the Fountain of Peirene, Temple of Apollo and visit the museum.  We’ll return to our hotel in Athens.  Dinner at our hotel
JUNE 26-Day 11  Depart Athens  Today we will transfer to the airport and fly back to the USA with memories to last a life time!
